Place the Floor Grate Connection Panel (H) over the gap between
the two Grates.

6. To remove Floor Grates from this cage, lift the Grate up and turn it at an angle.
The Grate will slide right out.

7. The doors can be taken off the hinges lifting them straight up and off.

8. An optional Divider Panel (sold separately) can be used to separate
this large cage into two smaller ones.
